This report is prepared in compliance with Governance Policy 15, Consideration of
Program Reduction and/or School Closure, which states, “annually, by the end of
November, the Superintendent shall provide a report to the Board on the status of all
schools in the system. The Board of Trustees will then identify which schools or
programs, if any, should be considered for complete or partial closure.”

Further, the notion of sustainability is complex and determined by the reasoned judgment of the
Board. Decisions related to school and/or program closures (defined as three or more grades)
cannol be delegated by the Board to any other body or person.

Decisions about sustainability are influenced by, for example, the enrolment-driven resources
made available by the provincial government to school authorities, the enrolment trends across
the division as well as within a parlicular school, the utilization across the division as well as
within a particular school, the condition of facilities and estimated costs for operating and /or
deferred maintenance, various satisfaction indicators on the Accountability Pillar measures, the
programming and instructional needs of students, and the overall best interests of all students in
Golden Hills. The primary responsibility of the school authority is to ensure every student is
provided with opportunity for success in learning as defined by the Program of Studies and the
Board's obligations to its students.

Golden Hills operates 43 schools in 12 communities plus 18 colonies. Included in these 43
schools are 8 regular high schools and 4 outreach programs. The high schools ranged in size
from 16 students to 725 students. The following chart shows the range in the number of
students in each school.

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Summary of Studies

Business Case — Proposed East Wheatland Regional Community K-12 School — The unanimous
decision of the Board of Trustees was to request a new, centrally located, stand alone, East
Wheatland K-12 school replacing Hussar, Central Bow Valley and Standard Schools and
providing programs for students from the areas of Cluny, Gleichen, Hussar, Standard, Rockyford
(9-12 at this time), Redland, Rosebud and Siksika Nation.

Jim Fantuz Study (April 2009) - Two phases — Board responds to request for further
consolidation and single school to replace 3 and the Board reaches a decision around location

Simera Strategy Group (September 2006) — Looking at East Wheatland, chief finding was the
realization in the communities that programming is an issue in the area and the board needs to
solve that problem, so recommendation was for consolidation as soon as possible. Report left
an unanswered question, best location for consolidation. Implication was that the Board
continues to operate the 4 existing schools as K-6 and build a new centrally located 7-12 school.
Board looked at options and analyzed issues and the result was community competition for a
consolidated school. Ultimately it led to requests from schools to consolidate K-12 from one
site centrally located. The Simera Study led to requests from schools to consolidate K-12 from
one site centrally located. The Simera Study led to the consolidation of all grade 9-12 in East
Wheatland at the current Standard Site because it was the only school large enough to
accommodate this consolidation and not necessarily the best location,
